“The piece was a symbolic Celtic type image, which symbolizes a
mother and two daughters....it is worth much more to us than the cost of the metal,” said Sherrie
Ryan, Owner of Spray U Tan and co-creator of the art.

“It makes me sad. We are trying to do something innovative and exciting in Willoughby. We hope
that folks will respect the remaining art and any further items we may put up,” says Jackie
Bertolette, Co-owner of My Song Boutique and DiVine District Co-Director.

The piece, which was constructed of stainless steel and copper, was a depiction of a sun surrounded
by two half moons. A police report has been filed and the case is being approached as either an art
or scrap theft. We encourage anyone with information about the theft or the whereabouts of the
scul pture to contact Willoughby Police.

“The heist does put a damper on our upcoming DiVine District ArtStock event on Friday, October
15th, but will not derail our efforts to beautify the area,” adds Mrs. Bertolette.
